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Careers in 3D Animation

As cinema, game entertainment, and television technology continue to advance in the 21% century,
careers in three-dimensional (3D) animation will become increasingly more popular for those entering the
work force. And those entering in the career field will compete to land the coveted 3D animation careers
with large companies such as Pixar as these positions notoriously have large salaries and excellent
potential for career growth. Keep in mind that this field is very competitive and will continue to be so in
the future. If you are thinking of entering it, you must determine now to strive for excellence through
education and practice.

The Field of 3D Animation

You probably know what a 3D image is. It is one that has the impression of width, length, and depth yet
in actuality it is displayed on a 2D surface. And 3D animation is the art of making those images come to
life through techniques to give the impression of movement. We have all seen the traditional ways of
making simple cartoons by sketching a character on the first page of a flip book and then the same
character in its last stage of a movement on the last page. Of course, to give the impression of
movement, one has to draw the intermediate pictures or frames required to get a character in a starting
position to its ending position. Then, when you flip the pages of the book quickly, it appears as if the
image is moving.

Well, with 3D animation, it is the same but different in that now you are working in 3 dimensions. You can
think of this job as being a sculptor beginning with a clay model at a starting point and having to render
all of the positions required to give the impression of movement to an ending point. It is very complex
indeed and today requires the use of sophisticated computer equipment to render all the in-between 3D
character images.

The 3D animator and the wire frame

The most important skill an artist in 3D animation must have is the ability to work with what is referred to
in the industry as the wire frame. The wire frame can be thought of as a fish net skeleton of any object.
Imagine sculpting an animal out of ice and throwing a fish net over it, spraying that fish net with some
sort of agent that will harden (in spite of the ice), and then waiting for the ice to melt. What you would
have remaining is the wire frame. The wire frame is what the 3D animator works with to define and
illustrate all of the movements. Typically, this is done on a computer and as a final step, computer
software is used to fill in the texture, coloring, and shadowing to bring the wire frame image to life.

How should you prepare yourself to be a 3D animator?

Opinions may differ but many will say that 3D animators have somewhat of a natural talent for the art.
However, when the candidate for a 3D animation career attends an accredited education program, this
person will learn the techniques of the masters and learn the skill in such away as to be able to handle
the tight deadlines and quality standards of the commercial world. Once you enter into this field
professionally, you are going to have to deal with the stress of meeting production requirements so you
need to have the right tools and skills at your disposal and these are gained through education. Take the
time to shop for the right schools and be very wary of the fly-by-night crash course institutions.



One important item that you will learn to produce in these educational programs is how to prepare what
is known as the demo reel. Remember, at the beginning of this article it was mentioned that this is and
will continue to be a very competitive field. The demo reel is where you are going to show your best
work. It is an extension of your resume and if you do not make a demo reel you have little chance of
getting noticed. The person hiring the 3D animator has to probably review many demo reels so take the
time to keep it at around four minutes.

The Legends of the Costa de Almeria, Spain

The Costa de Almeria, Spain is probably one of the getaway locations with the best weather in this
European country. Who would know that this tourist resort on the southern coastline of Spain would be a
region rich in a history of conquest and conflict?

The Costa de Almeria consists of more that 200 km of coastline facing the Alboran Sea (part of the
Mediterranean Sea). Its name is not Spanish but Arabic and means “Watchtower” referring to a tall castle
built by the Moors. The specific word in Arabic is “al-Meraya.” The region had many conflicts in the 10"
and 11" centuries as famous Muslim Emirs contested and fought over the region. This timeframe would
see the silk industry become a major player in the regional economy as the mulberry trees were planted
in the dry climate of the region.

Work to Keep Your Credit Record Spotless
Abstract:

It stands to reason that banks and lenders want to lend money to folks they believe will pay them back
over time — with interest of course. This fact coupled with the fact that most will inevitably have to secure
a loan for major purchase such as an automobile or home means that a good and even spotless credit
history is something to be desired.

The intent of this article is not to
get into this subject. Just be aware that you may have children come to your class who are
medicated for their hyperactivity and typically it will be boys in this age group. As a Sunday
school teacher, do not get in the middle of it and be sympathetic to the parents as they truly
believe they are giving the right medicine to their children. But for the primary boy who is
extremely active and not medicated, don’t worry, it's normal.

You must give a lesson to grab their attention

A child this age doe not need a lecture and if you come to class as a Sunday school teacher and
read your notes or a chapter from a book to them you will soon find your class is out of control.
But countless Sunday school teachers do just that every Sunday and leave their Sunday school
class a mental mess because they lost control.
